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CHAPTER 1
INTRODUCING THE CI-5000

Thank you for selecting the CI-5000! This versatile
unit combines the functions of multiple types of print-
ers in one compact, high-performance package.

SPEED, QUALITY, AND CAPABILITY

In the High-Speed Data Processing mode, the CI-5000
produces up to 540 characters per second (CPS) of high-
quality print. The double-density Letter Quality mode
produces excellent correspondence-quality text at 73

CPS. Crisp graphics images are rapidly printed at
densities up to 330 dots per inch, and an optional
adapter kit allows color printing. A cartridge slot

supports optional Font and Emulation cartridges.

RELIABILITY

The CI-5000 is fast, rugged, and reliable. From its
flexible but tough polycarbonate cover to the precision
machined components, gquality construction assures high
productivity and a long, trouble-free 1life.

PRINT VERSATILITY
